Currently, we have a significant amount of lost property in school, much of which is unmarked and
therefore challenging to reunite with its rightful owner. This includes a variety of clothing, footwear, and
other personal items.

If your child has misplaced any belongings, please encourage them to visit Student Reception (during
opening times) where all lost property is stored.

We greatly appreciate your support in ensuring that all belongings are clearly labelled, which helps reduce
waste, inconvenience, and the loss of valuable items.

The importance of being prepared

We would also like to emphasise the importance of learners being fully prepared for their school day. This
includes planning ahead to ensure they have all the required items such as their planner, pen, calculator,
lunch, and any specific equipment needed for lessons such as PE kits or ingredients for cooking. Being
organised not only supports students’ learning and independence but also helps to avoid the
inconvenience of parents and carers having to make additional journeys to school to drop off forgotten
items.
